HILLTOWN TOWNSHIP
BUCKS COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA

PROCEDURE AND POLICY OF HILLTOWN TOWNSHIP CONCERNING USE
OF HILLTOWN TOWNSHIP LOCAL ROADS FOR COMMUNITY EVENTS.

From time to time, Hilltown Township has received requests from Township residents to
use certain streets within Hilltown Township for community events. ~ While Hilltown
Township is mindful of its responsibility and need to ensure that traffic safety remains
paramount and to also keep in mind its community governmental responsibilities to
ensure for the safety and welfare of all of its residents, Hilltown Township also realizes
the community benefit to allow for the use of certain Hilltown Township streets for
assembly by Hilltown Township residents in the nature of community events.

As a result, Hilltown Township, by formal action hereby adopts this Resolution to
provide for the following procedures and policies relating to the use of Hilltown
Township local roads for Hilltown Township resident assembly.

The following policies are hereby formally adopted by the Hilltown Township Board of
Supervisors:

1. The assembly of Hilltown Township property owners or their residents for
the purposes of community events shall be permitted only on Hilltown Township local
residential development streets as determined by the Hilltown Township Board of
Supervisors, thereby restricting the use to the specific streets as named in “Attachment
A” attached hereto, to be revised from time to time.

Such community events shall not be permitted on Expressways, Arterial Roads, Major
Collector Roads, and Minor Collector Roads, as defined by the Hilltown Township
Subdivision and Land Development.

2. Such events shall require a written letter of application to Hilltown
Township at least forty-five (45) days before the intended date of such event and shall be
formally considered by Hilltown Township. Such letter of application shall contain the
signature of all Hilltown Township property owners having land ownership frontage
affected by the location of the requested event and shall be in the form of the sample
letter of request attached hereto.




3. Each letter of application shall enclose a check made payable to “Hilltown
Township” in the amount of $100.00, which shall be a non-refundable payment to the
Township to reimburse the Township for expenses of providing, erecting and dismantling
of appropriate barricades by the Hilltown Township Public Works Department; and any
expense incurred as a result of involvement by the Hilltown Township Police
Department.

4. Said event shall be restricted to Saturdays, Sundays and Holidays during
the calendar year with the time of the event limited from 12:00 noon to dusk local
prevailing time; and any request for times beyond that shall come before the Board of
Supervisors at a Public Meeting.

5. Should the Township receive complaints from any Hilltown Township
resident or property owner concerning the approved event, the Township shall have the
right to reconsider any future requests based upon said complaints.

6. The area of the local street requested for use shall be barricaded by the
applicants and said barricades shall be supplied by the Hilltown Township Public Works
Department. The Public Works Department shall deliver the required barricades,
instructions for use and required location of same to the named responsible spokesman
for applicant on the last business day before the event; and shall retrieve the barricades
the next business day following said event. The use of the local street during the event
shall be for pedestrian travel and service delivery vehicle access only; and shall not be
used for any purpose that is in violation of any federal, state or local law and ordinance.

7. In the event of either a Police or Fire emergency that requires immediate
termination or interruption of the event and use of said local streets, the applicant, for
themselves and for all participants of the event shall immediately cooperate with
Township officials to provide for the free and unimpeded use of said local streets in the
opinion of the Hilltown Township Police Department.

8. In the event of any concern regarding public safety of either the applicants
or residents of Hilltown Township that, in the opinion of either the Hilltown Township
Police Department or the Hilltown Township Public Works Department, should deny
access or use of the public street, the Township shall give notice as soon as possible to
the applicant of the termination of use of the public street for the event; and shall refund
application money. Notwithstanding the above, the Township reserves the authority to
deny approval for use of the street for the event due to an unforeseen emergency.

9. The property owner (or owners) holding said event shall notify abutting
property owners at least twenty one (21) days prior to the intended date of the event; and
the applicant shall provide proof to the Township that individual notification was
delivered to each resident on the affected street of the event scheduling. Proof shall be
supplied by either a written acknowledgement containing the names of all of the property
owners as defined within paragraph 2 hereof, or proof of mailing of same containing a




written acknowledgement of said property owner. Said road closure shall also be
advertised on the Hilltown Township website.

10. The applicant shall further provide to the Township a letter of indemnity
signed by all of the property owners as defined within paragraph 2 of this Resolution
hereof in a form that is acceptable to the Township, which shall provide for the waiver of
any liability to the Township as a result of the event and to further provide
indemnification by the property owners as defined within paragraph 2 of the Township in
the event any harm or loss should occur as a result of the event.
